The CCSP is Cost Efficient


Community-based assessment and service delivery program, including disease management


Supplements family/informal caregiver responsibility


Collaborates with families, service providers, and community resources


Cost of services is shared:  60% of consumers pay a portion of costs; 2% of consumers pay complete cost of services


Saves $$:  averages 32% of Medicaid cost for consumer in a nursing facility.





The CCSP is Comprehensive


Consumer Plan of Care is developed and coordinated to meet individuals’ needs


Statewide Aging Network database draws on community resources, utilizes education and caregiver respite


Quality assurance 94% of consumers are very or somewhat satisfied with services; 97% say the program has made their lives better/ maintained their quality of life.





The CCSP is Preventive and Supportive


Decreasing depression in community elders


Improves consumer quality of life


Aging & Disability Resource Connection


Provides resources and referral to consumers with disabilities and information to caregivers and families


Consumer-Directed Personal Support Services Option


Promotes consumer choice and independence, provides an opportunity to manage personal care with consumer-hired employees.
